1 know that not everyone shares my experience, but I am very
grateful that my parents did the best they could to provide me with
a peaceful environment in which to grow up. They also did their best
in teaching me how to live and behave in a way that would not cause
me harm or suffering, and they protected me from experiencing those
things as well. They were good parents

Understanding that God is the ultimate example of & good parent,
it is sometimes difficult to grasp the full reality of the gospel mes-
sage that is prevalent throughout scripture and especially in this text.
But it is exactly because God is a good Father that he ordained that
Christ’s life would be an offering for his children. We must under-
stand that it was not Christ's suffering that pleased the Father, but
it was the accomplished work in Christ's suffering that was pleasing
to him. God was reconciling the world to himself and that was very
pleasing to him.

As | reflect on these truths of scripture and the peace that I have
from knowing that Christ gave himself as an offering for my sin, 1
can’t help but exclaim: What an offering! What a sacrifice! What love!
